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Supplementary Files
The supplementary files allow the user to rapidly install zircon match unit data to Channel 5 software. Files for two approaches are given 1) the phase database files and 2) customisable .CRY files. Details are given below.

This zipped file contains the three .CPN, .CPD and .CPI files that define a “zircon” phase database for  use in Channel 5 Flamenco software. Once unzipped the three files should be moved to the Channel 5 folder. After starting Flamenco the database file can be added to the active phase database files by clicking the “View Match Units” button, “Settings”, and then ticking the “ZirconMU” box. The database file contains the 23 zircon end members match units. The 24th match unit file (HKL BIF) is not included. Refer to our original paper for details. 
Zircon_CRY_files.zip
This zipped file contains the 23 .CRY files used to create the 23 different match units analysed in this paper. The 24th match unit file (HKL BIF) is not included. Once the file has been unzipped the individual files can be opened in Channel 5 “Twist” software and used to produce hkl reflector files or custom phase database files. Details of how to do this are available in Channel 5 Help files.
